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ENCLOSURE
Spiderlings (small babies) should live in a clear plastic deli-container with air holes (the one they come in) tell they are around 2 inch. Once they mature in to adolescents – adulthood they can be moved to a 5-10 gallon terrarium with a secure lid (thou we have found that capture cages work great, there more secure). They are fairly inactive so they don’t need a lot of décor. You can decorate with large, sturdy hiding places (like hollow bark), cork bark hollows, and climbing branches (do not get branches from the forest… unless you boil and dry them first)... (Please do not put live plants in with this kind of tarantulas it will provide too much moisture and can harm the animal.)        

SUBSTRATE (Bedding)


2-3 inches of slightly damp peat moss (make sure there are no fertilizers mixed in it - this is our preferred bedding), vermiculite, or sphagnum moss. Each will hold moisture well. Keep only slightly damp. Make sure you do not have any standing water on top of the substrate (other than the water dish) because tarantulas' legs are very susceptible to deterioration if submerged in water for too long. Spiderlings especially can be trapped in standing water.

TEMPERATURE & HUMIDITY


Rose Hairs will live comfortably with the temperature set within a couple of degrees above or below 80ºf, so heating lamps are not necessary if you keep your house warm (make sure not to over heat them they can die from to much heat). They like a humid environment so the moisture from the dampened substrate will be sufficient to humidify the enclosure. Never allow the humidity levels to rise so high that condensation forms on the glass. Slight misting of the substrate once a day should keep the humidity level correct at about 70%

FOOD & WATER

Spiderlings will need to be fed flightless fruit flies or pinhead crickets (witch are much cheaper and is what we feed ours) once a week. Adult Tarantulas will need to be fed 3-4 medium to large crickets once a week (some full grown Tarantulas might be able to eat thawed frozen pinkie mice). A water bowl with the approximate size of the tarantula's abdomen filled with cotton or filter wool wadding is sufficient. The spider will climb on top of the dish and suck the water up through its labium (mouth) at the base of the fangs. Make sure the water never dries out and the water bowl contents are always clean.   
****Please note that ALL tarantulas have a certain amount of venom. Although most people are not affected by this species, some people may be allergic to the venom, or just more sensitive, making it a dangerous situation. This is one of the reasons that people should not handle this tarantula. Also, New World species of tarantulas like this one can flick urticating hairs off of their abdomens, which can also cause a reaction, depending on the person. Affects of this tarantulas' natural defenses may vary between people. All tarantulas should be considered dangerous, so be careful, because you don't want to find out if you are allergic or more sensitive the HARD WAY!  

The Grammostola is one of the most commonly imported tarantulas today. This species of tarantula is known as being fairly large, hardy and docile. The Rose Hair can be found in two different color phases. One of the color phases is a tan to brown body with pink hairs and a pink carapace, while the other has a tan to brown body with red hairs all over.
